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1st Grade Homework Explanation

In first grade, we begin the year running! Each week, students will receive their weekly homework sheet. Individual assignments will be assigned each day but all homework is due on Friday. It should be completed in students’ homework journal unless it is a worksheet.

Reading: Students are expected to read a minimum of 20 minutes each day. Please make sure this is logged on their Reading Log along with parent signature. Students also are expected to be able to read their 5 weekly sight words on Friday. (see Spelling)

Spelling: Students will have 5 sight words per week. 


* Sight words are words students should recognize instantly but are not always 
spelled how they sound. They are words that are used frequently in our daily 
reading and writing. 

* Students will be getting more words in October (Word Study). More information on this will come then.  


*The underlined word is a content word. This will be a bonus word that comes 
from either our math, science, or social studies unit that week. 


* Students are expected to complete their Spelling Tic-Tac-Toe board by Friday. 
To do this, they need to complete THREE of the activities in a row (down, across, 
or diagonal). For example, Stair Step Words, Draw and Label, and Sentences.
